WHAT WE ARE LEARNING 

 
Math - Students practiced using compasses and protractors. We 
studied how to measure using circumference, diameter, radius, 
angles and pi. We have also reviewed fractions and decimals.  
Regular math worksheet drills are used to reinforce and 
consolidate basic skills.
